EXTRA CREDIT ASSIGNMENTS
A student may turn in one extra credit assignment per month, including:

1. A summary of any article on course material from either The Journal of American History or American Heritage, summarizing the article and analyzing the work in historical terms (bias, historiography, etc.)

2. Attending any historical event, either at the college or at another location, and writing up a summary/analysis of the presentation in historical terms. The student should check first with the instructor to make sure the event is relevant.

3. Reviewing any of the feature movies on the list, using the format for movie reviews. The movie must depict a time period already covered in class.
4. Visit any history museum, summarizing the exhibit in historical terms.
5. Anything else relevant to the course, with advance permission of the instructor
