Course Goals

1. Analyze in writing a variety of sources of historical information including secondary sources, interpretive essays by historians, electronic sources, and primary sources such as biographies, diaries, letters, newspapers, and statistical reports.
2. Explain skillfully in essays, on exams, or in oral presentations the major concepts, events and issues of U.S. history between 1865 and the present.
3. Prepare a final term project that synthesizes information from various historical sources to demonstrate a range of understanding and to construct a historical argument that is based on the logical presentation of specific, historical facts, analyzing the causal factors that influence a historical event or process.

4. Analyze the convergence of individuals, ideas, social institutions, technology, economics, popular culture and social structure in the development of major historical issues, and support this thinking with specific documented evidence.

5. Determine the role that religion, race, class, gender, and ethnicity play in influencing historical issues and events.

6. Discuss articles written by historians and write with clarity about the variety of historical sources and interpretations that historians employ.
