·  What the book is about in the most general terms, in two or three paragraphs
· Who you think are the most important figures in the book—and why
· What kind of “world”  the figures live in and what kind of workplaces they work in
· If the main figures represent major movements in American labor history, describe the movements
· What forms of organizing do the main figures use to try to get ahead
· How the main characters deal with the question of social change and social mobility

· What changes in attitude they show during the book

· Why they are,  or are not, successful in getting where they want to go
· What biases does the author reflect?

· What forms of historiography does the author use to create the book?
These reports can be either typed or handwritten, but they must be neat and mechanically perfect (spelling, sentence structure). If you have a concern, go to the student Success Center (Room J-211 on the Dundalk campus) and get some help.
